2. Describe your academic and career goals, and how this scholarship will help you 

to achieve these goals.  In what specific way(s) do you want your work in the

3. What projects have you started on your own?  Why did you start them, and what 

did you learn?  (These projects do not have to be STEM-related. ≤ 300 words)
